Thursday – August 5, 2010, 10:00 AM Eastern 
At this time I have the following information in regard to Russ’ services.  
 
Today Russ will be cremated, and following that Peg will drive back with Russ’ family 
near Des Moines Iowa where a memorial service will be held on Saturday. I will update 
this post as soon as I have any address or location information for those that may wish 
to either attend or send something for the service.  
 
Peg’s brother will then drive her home to Oklahoma City from Des Moines, and a 
service in Oklahoma City will be held, but date and location are yet to be determined.  
 
Last evening a gathering at the home of Susie and David Small was held where family 
in Michigan and many Alfa family attended.  
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As a result of the outpouring of stories on “how I met Russ” and so much more, this 
evening John Justus will create a new forum on the AROC web site – Member 
Memories.  
 
 
Wednesday - August 4, 2010, 03:30 AM Eastern.  
 

It is with a heavy heart that I must sadly report Russ Neely passed away this morning at 
approximately 3:30 AM.  
 

Both children arrived in time, and local friends left the family to be with Russ. As soon 
as Peg has a chance to begin considering plans, I will update all with any known plans, 
and preferred contact methods, etc.

Update (PM)  Tuesday - August 3, 2010 
As of this afternoon, Russ has taken a turn for the worse. His children are en-route at 
this time. We will keep you posted as things develop.  
Please keep in mind that Peg and the family are quite tied up at this time. If you wish to 
send your thoughts and prayers, please do so via the e-mail referenced below.  
 
Update (PM)  Monday - August 2, 2010 
Today Russ had a “quiet day”. Many doctors were in today. He is now breathing more 
on his own. All commented that this was good, and what we want over the next week in 
order for his body to begin to heal. Look for an update Tuesday.  
 

Peg said that they were beginning to receive e-mails, which were much appreciated.  
 
Update (AM)  Monday - August 2, 2010 
Last evening, members or Russ’ family began to arrive. With someone to stay, Peg was 
finally able to get to a nearby hotel with the rest of the family members, and get some 
much needed rest and recharge a bit.  
 

This morning’s Drs. Reports as expected contain a mixed bag, some items still in 
question, but others showing positive improvement. Overall Peg stated it was a slight 
improvement, but of course Russ is still in critical condition and remains in the ICU. 
(Please note that flowers and items are NOT allowed in the ICU).

One on the home page select Patient / Visitor info. Once that page is loaded, you may 
select E-mail a Patient, or E-mail a Prayer for a Patient.  
 

You will need to enter Russ’ first name (Russell) and Last Name (Neely), the date, your 
name and the message. The hospital staff will print the message and deliver it to the 
patient and family. Peg noted that she had already received several e-mails and e-
prayers and thought this was a great way for the friends and Alfa community to reach 
them at this time.  
 
Initial Update  Sunday - August 1, 2010 
To all interested Alfa Romeo members and friends of Peg and Russ Neely: 
 

While attending a social event in Michigan on the weekend of July 30th, 2010, Russ 
Neely slipped and fell from a moving golf cart. He landed on asphalt pavement, striking 
his head on the rear.  
 

EMT and Respiratory therapists were virtually across from the accident and began 
immediate emergency care while awaiting an ambulance. Russ was transported to a 
nearby Level 2 trauma center, where he remains in critical condition. Peg and several 
friends have remained on site during the initial care.  
 

Currently Peg would like everyone to know that all the thoughts and prayers are 
appreciated for Russ’ speedy recovery, at this time it is requested that friends and 
interested parties look to these communications for their updates to allow Peg to remain 
focused on and in communication with immediate family. Currently all family members 
have been notified and those that can travel are on their way.  
 

We will know more in the days to come, as any head trauma has 4 to 7 days where 
symptoms and events develop and hopefully resolve, or are identified and treatment 
plans become more evident.  
 

Again, thank you to everyone for your thoughts, prayers and concern.
